Motion to delete Parkway funding from the
regional priority list, so that a collaborative process
could be launched to nd alternative solutions to
West Eugene tra c issues that would minimize
impact to West Eugene Wetlands.

Passed 5-4 on 7/12/2006.

YES is the pro-environment vote.

Encouraging Sustainability (vote 1)

Motion to prepare ordinance to create 12-member
Sustainability Commission.

Passed 6-2 on 10/23/2006.

YES is the pro-environment vote.

Encouraging Sustainability (vote 2)

Motion to include the funding for Office of
Sustainability in the Citys budget.

Passed 5-4 on 10/23/2006.

YES is the pro-environment vote.

Protecting the Endangered Species Act
Motion to sign on to resolution in support of
maintaining the federal Endangered Species Act

without weakening it.
Passed 6-1 on 11/13/2006.
YES is the pro-environment vote.

Limiting Sprawl

Motion to direct staff to re-zone land in
commercial, industrial, and residential land
inventories that is now owned by the city and used
for other purposes (e.g. parks). No equivalent
recalculation would occur for land that was
previously considered undevelopable that has
been approved for development.  is one-sided
recalculation would have arti cially forced an
earlier expansion of the Urban Growth Boundary
(UGB), promoting sprawl.

Failed 4-5 on 1/17/2007.

NO is the pro-environment vote.

Support for Regional Planning

Motion to oppose SB 335, state legislation which
would threaten farmland by altering the process
by which the community determines how much
residential land is needed, likely requiring more
frequent expansion of the UGB.

Passed 5-4 on 3/12/2007.

YES is the pro-environment vote.

Increased Funding for Parks

System Development Charges (SDCs) for Parks
Adopt ordinance to require commercial and

industrial developers to contribute towards

acquisition of park lands and open space,

recognizing the quality of life value that parks

and open space provide to businesses and their

employees.
Passed 5-4 on 4/9/2007.
YES is the pro-environment vote.

Protecting Farmland

Motion to protect farmland at the edge of the
city by rejecting a proposal from Delta Sand &
Gravel to convert farmland into a gravel mine,
which would also have negative impacts on
neighboring farms.

Passed 5-4 on 4/18/2007.

YES is the pro-environment vote.

Protecting Streamside Habitat

Motion to initiate eminent domain process
to investigate acquisition of Green property
on Dillard Rd., adjacent to Ridgeline Trail,
to potentially block a proposed hillside
development on a steep slope that would
threaten one of the few remaining undeveloped
forested streams in the city.

Passed 5-4 on 4/18/2007.

YES is the pro-environment vote.

Pedestrian-Oriented Development
Motion to approve amendments to
comprehensive and neighborhood plans to
allow for a commercial hotel to be built in
the Crescent area.  is development would
result in excessive traffic from outside the
neighborhood in an area zoned to encourage
pedestrian-oriented businesses.

Passed 5-4 on 5/29/2007.
