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   Celebrating Victories for our Children
Last Tuesday night was a wonderful night for Oregon's children!   Thanks to thousands of volunteer hours
and hundreds of thousands of dollars of contributions, 11 of the 14 environmental leaders backed by OLCV with
significant support prevailed on election day.  We swept out three anti-environment incumbent House members,
along with a do-nothing Clackamas County Commissioner.

Our children have a brighter, better future as a result.  Oregon's new House Speaker,  Representative Jeff
Merkeley, has a lifetime OLCV rating of 95%.  Combined with a re-elected Governor who's serious about
combatting global warming, and a reinvigorated Senate leadership, we now have a fighting chance of restoring
Oregon's reputation as an environmental leader.

None of this work would be possible without the combined energy and support from thousands of Oregonians
who recognize the importance of using the political process to better protect Oregon's clean water, clean air, and
natural resources.

Drilling into the Numbers
We're opposed to drilling in the Alaksa National Wildlife Refuge.

But it's nice to drill into some election numbers to get a better sense of what we collectively 
accomplished.

Number of OLCV volunteers in fall 2006:  910

Number of doors knocked on and phone calls made by OLCV: 86,200

Number of Oregonians mailed information about a pro-environment candidate that deserved their vote or an
anti-environment candidate that didn't: 138,600

Turnout of all  voters in Oregon: 68.7%

Turnout among the pro-environment voters we targeted to turn out: 88.6%

Turnout among women who had voted 2 of the 4 last elections among all  voters:  71.6%

Turnout among women who had voted 2 of the 4 last elections who we targeted to turn out:  80.0%

Number of voters in two Oregon House districts who, if they had voted differently, would have cost two pro-
environment leaders their victories, allowing Karen Minnis to remain Speaker of the House:  732
