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Why You Should Vote for Ted Kulongoski for Governor

Oregon voters will make an extremely
important decision on November 7 th: who will
lead our state for the next four years?

On July 12th, OLCV held a joint press
conference with the Sierra Club, the Oregon
Natural Resources Council ACTION, and
Governor Kulongoski to announce our united
support for the Governor’s reelection bid.  This
is the first time all three of Oregon’s
conservation groups with political action
committees (PACs) have coordinated efforts to
help elect a candidate for Governor.  The event
and announcement were well covered in media
across Oregon.

OLCV Executive Director Jonathan Poisner
summed up OLCV’s support: “We’ve reached a
tipping point in our history. We need a
Governor with both a commitment and a strong
plan to promote renewable, clean energy and to
make Oregon a leader in the fight against global
warming. That leader is Ted Kulongoski.”

OLCV’s path to our endorsement of the
Governor began in January and included
reviewing questionnaires and interviewing the
three Democratic primary challengers as well as
Ben Westlund and Joe Keating, both of whom
are expected to be on November’s ballot.  No
Republican candidates applied for our
endorsement.

In the months leading up to the endorsement,
OLCV board members and staff met numerous
times with Governor Kulongoski and his staff.
Throughout that process, we spent a lot of time
discussing the pro-environment policy
initiatives the Governor will be promoting and
how we can better work together to accomplish
our shared goals and priorities for a healthier
Oregon.  We also discussed at length issues on

which the Governor’s position was not as strong
as we desired, and how we could improve
communication between the
environmental community
and the Governor’s office.

OLCV firmly believes that
Gov. Kulongoski is the only
candidate for Governor
whom Oregonians can trust
to promote both a robust
economy and a healthy
environment.

His platform includes
a bold vision to make
Oregon a leader in
renewable energy,
and we can expect
continued strong
leadership on several
important issues,
including:

ÖÖÖÖÖ      Marine Reserves. Gov. Kulongoski strongly
supports the creation of marine reserves to
protect and restore fish populations, and is
helping push the process to create those
reserves.

ÖÖÖÖÖ  Forest Protection. The Governor has re-
peatedly stood up to the Bush administration’s
assault on Oregon’s federal wild forests, and
will continue to do so.

ÖÖÖÖÖ  Clean Air .  His leadership on improving auto
emission standards will significantly improve
Oregon’s air quality and will go a long way in
reducing greenhouse gas emissions.

ÖÖÖÖÖ  Columbia River Salmon.   The Governor has
joined lawsuits against the federal

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Environmental Protection Proves a Winning Primary
Message

OLCV PAC wins 8 of 10 targeted races in May Primary

Thanks to your support, OLCV had one of its most victorious primaries ever
on May 16th, winning 8 of the 10 races we targeted with volunteer, grassroots,
and financial support (see table below).

Nearly 500 OLCV volunteers made direct contact with over 28,000 voters in
the weeks leading up to the primary.  Those voters showed that protecting our
air, water, and natural areas is a priority for Oregonians.

In two races our support helped remove incumbents, traditionally the most
difficult opponents to defeat.  The first of these, Anna Morrison, was a Lane
County Commissioner who had scored a disgraceful 0% on three consecutive
OLCV Lane County Commission Scorecards. The second, Jim Randall, was a
Salem City Councilor who had earned a lousy 16% on OLCV’s 2004-2005
Salem City Council Scorecard.  Both Randall and Morrsion were heavily
backed by developers.

Their losses should send a clear signal to local city and county officials that
voting against a healthy environment has consequences.

OLCV bid a sad farewell to OLCV county organizers Anne Pernick  and Jennifer DeMuth  after the May
primaries. In their places we have hired two energetic leaders who are ready to make great things happen
for Oregon’s environment in the November election: Nathaniel Applefield  and Meredith Shield .

Nathaniel  (organizing Washington and Deschutes counties) moved to Portland in 1997 to attend Lewis
and Clark College.  In 2004, he developed a street canvass for America Coming Together, registering over
15,000 Kerry voters in just over 4 months, and directed ACT’s get-out-the-vote efforts in several Oregon
counties.  In 2005 he helped get Stand for Children’s membership canvass off the ground and worked on
Jon Corzine’s successful race for Governor of New Jersey. Most recently, Nathaniel was the Campaign
Manager for Jesse Cornett, who ran in a contested democratic primary for state senate in east Portland.
Jesse lost by only 167 votes to a well-known opponent who had been on the ballot 11 times previously.

Meredith (Multnomah, Lane, and Clackamas counties) hails from the great city of New York. After college
in Vermont, Meredith spent five months learning basic farming, agriculture and community development
skills at a retreat in Hawaii.  She moved to Portland in 2004 and was a statewide recruitment manager for
America Coming Together. Meredith then became involved with the AFL-CIO’s workers’ rights canvass,
Working America. In February of 2006 she became Sam Chase’s Campaign Manager for State Senate.
Although the race was not victorious, that experience solidified her commitment to Oregon and to creating
change through the political process.
