This ordinance amended the Junction City
Comprehensive Plan to permit industrial development
on over 74 acres of farmland.

is order approved a Ballot Measure 37 claim which
would have allowed the development of a 157-house
subdivision on rural agricultural land near Creswell.
Passed 3-2 on 7/12/2006.

Limiting Sprawl (vote 1)

is ordinance amended the Lane County Rural
Comprehensive Plan to re-designate 316 acres of
agricultural land south of Eugene to marginal land,
which would open it up for sprawling rural residential
development (10-20 acre lot minimum.)

Limiting Sprawl (vote 2)

is ordinance amended the Lane County Rural
Comprehensive Plan to re-designate 74 acres of
agricultural land on the southwest edge of the Eugene
Urban Growth Boundary to marginal land, which
would open it up for sprawling rural residential
development (10-20 acre lot minimum.) e Lane
County Planning Commission recommended against
this decision.
Passed 3-1 on 10/18/2006.
NO is the pro-environment vote.

Preserving Forestland (vote 1)

is ordinance amended the Lane County Rural
Comprehensive Plan to re-designate 103 acres of
forestland located near the Fall Creek community to
marginal land, which would open it up for sprawling
development (10-20 acre lot minimum.)
Passed 3-2 on 11/28/2006.
NO is the pro-environment vote.

Limiting Sprawl (vote 3)

This ordinance amended the Lane County
Rural Comprehensive Plan to allow commercial
development on 31 properties in the Coast Fork
Willamette Watershed and other portions of rural
Lane County.

Passed 3-2 on 11/28/2006.

NO is the pro-environment vote.

Preserving Forestland (vote 2)

is ordinance amended the Lane County Rural
Comprehensive Plan to re-designate 52 acres of
forestland one mile north of Florences Urban Growth
Boundary to rural residential land, opening it up
for sprawling residential development (5 acre lot
minimum.)
Passed 3-2, on 12/6/2006.
NO is the pro-environment vote.

Protecting Eugene’s Natural Spaces

is ordinance helps protect Eugenes urban wildlife
habitat and water resources by approving the City
of Eugenes update to the States planning goals
inventory of signi cant stream and upland wildlife
habitat sites (Goal 5). It also adopts a Water
Resources Conservation Plan and the addition of
a Water Resources Conservation Overlay Zone to

apply to lands within the Eugene Urban Growth
Boundary.

of Eugene, which rejected the proposal.

Protecting Oregon’'s Coastline

is order allowed county-owned Glenada Dunes
to be sold to the State of Oregon for a park. Glenada
Dunes is directly across from Old Town Florence
and is an important part of the character of the
coast and a key piece of Florences coastal view.

Opponents to the sale were advocating for a housing
development on the site.

Passed 5-0 on 6/6/2007.

Improving Air Quality (vote 1)

is vote authorized a petition to the Environmental
Quality Commission to support a ban on field
burning to improve our air quality.
